Full grating bears this name because the 
bearing and cross bars have the same 
cross-section and are therefore of equal 
height. A bearing bar is one whose ends 
are both supported and whose underside 
is not slotted. The advantage compared to 
the normal press locked grating is its 
improved screening and the attractive 
design.
